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Amending Title 51

Consolidated Statutes,
providing for burial benefits.

AN ACT

(Military Affairs) of the Pennsylvania

in Department of Military Affairs,

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania

hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1.

Title 51 of the Pennsylvania Consolidated

Statutes is amended by adding a section to read:

§ 705.1. Burial benefits.

(a) Notice of deceased serviceperson to county.--

Subject to paragraph (2), a licensed funeral

director,

funeral entity or cemetery company shall, within 96

hours of receipt of the remains of a deceased serviceperson,

notifv the county director of veterans affairs of a deceased

serviceperson having legal residence in the county at the

time of death and provide the family of the deceased

serviceperson with the contact information for the county

director of veterans affairs.

shall only apply to a cemetery company




1 if the cemeterv company provides interment for the cremated
