Honorably discharged veter-
ans of the United States
Armed Forces can now

proudly display their service with a
new series of military license plates
PennDOT is offering honoring vet-
erans of the Army, Navy, Air Force,
Marine Corps and Coast Guard.

The new plates feature the stan-
dard Pennsylvania license plate colors

of blue, white and yellow along with
the applicable branch of service em-
blem on the left side of the plate. Penn-
sylvania is printed across the top of the
plate with the name of the branch of
service printed at the bottom.

To obtain one of the military
plates, honorably discharged veterans
should complete and mail Form MV-
150, Application for United States

Military Veteran Registration Plate,
to PennDOT along with a certified
copy of their DD-214 and a check
for $20.

Form MV-150 is available on 
PennDOT’s website
(www.dmv.state.pa.us) by clicking on
the Military License Plates link under
Military Personnel/Veterans Informa-
tion Center.

LIMERICKHISTORY

Limerick Township was first settled by Welsh immi-
grants during the last decade of the 17th Century but
not incorporated until 1726. Originally including the

nearby community of Royersford, which later became a
separate borough, the Village of Limerick saw its first con-
centrated settlement in the area of Ridge and Swamp Pikes.

The Township has grown from its humble beginnings
to a thriving municipality which now is home to Exelon’s
Limerick Generating Station, Philadelphia Premium Out-
lets, a major medical facility and Heritage Field (formerly
Pottstown-Limerick Airport). Dozens of commercial and
industrial businesses also call Limerick home and the
Township is one of four communities that make up the

Spring-Ford Area School District. 
Despite the rapid growth along the Route 422 Corri-

dor, Limerick has maintained a balance of rural charm
with the commercial and residential development, and is
proud of its three public parks and recreational opportu-
nities. Among the gems in Limerick is the 56-acre Limer-
ick Community Park with the Manderach Memorial
Playground as its focal point.

Limerick is protected by a 21-officer police department
and volunteer firefighters from the Limerick and Linfield
Fire Companies who are ready to answer any call at any
time.

Lacey’s Law Would Save Lives 
By Addressing Junior Driver Safety

The number one cause of death
of individuals between the age
of 16 and 24 is motor vehicle

accidents. As the new Sen-
ate Transportation Com-
mittee Chairman, one of
my top priorities is address-
ing junior driver safety. 

My first action as Trans-
portation Chairman was to
report out of Committee
HB 67, Lacey’s Law. The
measure, which would
place restrictions on young
drivers, has passed the
House and will now go to
the full Senate for action.

The bill would strengthen teen
driving laws by limiting the number
of passengers under the age of 18

who are allowed to drive with an indi-
vidual operating a motor vehicle
under a junior driver license. It would

also prohibit junior drivers
from using a cell phone or
texting while operating a
motor vehicle.

The bill is named after
Lacey Gallagher, who was
killed on April 28, 2007 in a
single-car accident which oc-
curred on the Pennsylvania
Turnpike in northern Bucks
County. She was a passenger
in an SUV occupied by six
other teens who were attend-
ing an after-prom party.

can be among the first to be notified
by signing up for AlertPA. 

AlertPA is a system that helps offi-
cials send emergency text and email
alerts quickly to users that will allow
them to make informed decisions. 

Individuals can register for AlertPA
by going to www.pa.gov and clicking
on the link to “Alerts and Advisories.”

Users can choose to be notified by
pager, text or email as well as select-
ing the type of emergency informa-
tion they wish to receive.

In an effort to reach as many peo-
ple as possible during a prison
emergency, the Department of Cor-
rections is enhancing its present sys-
tem by using AlertPA.

The RX to Keep Pennsylvania Doctors in Pennsylvania

Ihave introduced two important
pieces of legislation that will en-
courage our doctors to remain in

Pennsylvania.
The first bill will create an

MCARE Commission to address the
future disbursement of MCARE
Funds. MCARE funds medical mal-
practice premiums. The MCARE
Commission will consist of one rep-
resentative from the Governor’s Of-
fice, and one representative from
each of the four caucuses of the
House and Senate. This Commis-
sion will also include three mem-
bers from the medical community
selected by the Pennsylvania Med-
ical Society, two hospital adminis-
trators and a medical school
student.  

This Commission will be responsi-
ble for the complete review and au-
thorization of all funding emanating
from the MCARE Fund. This legisla-
tion would also require a consensus
from the Commission in order for
funding to be approved. 

The second bill is aimed to en-
courage medical students who at-
tend a Pennsylvania medical school
or do their residency here to stay in
the Commonwealth after gradua-
tion. 

Pennsylvania has some of the
best medical schools in the country,
but unfortunately, many of the stu-
dents leave Pennsylvania for other
states upon graduation.

My bill will provide for loan for-
giveness for each medical student
who attends and graduates from a
Pennsylvania school, works as a doc-
tor in Pennsylvania for up to 10 years
and volunteers at least 100 hours per
year in the health care field.
